As many of you may know, the United Methodist Church will hold a Special Session

of the General (world-wide) Conference in St. Louis, MO from February 23-26. The
tor purpose of the Special Session is to receive and act on the report of the Commission on
pas the Way Forward task force, as well as other petitions regarding the issue of homosexu-
ality in the United Methodist Church. The Commission on the Way Forward was estab-

Book of Discipline around homosexuality, including the issues of ordination and same sex weddings. The
Commi ssion has come up with three different

Sunday, February 10 you will have an opportunity to learn about them and view the video of a presentation
Bishop Ken Carter made to the WNC Annual Conference in June 2018. Briefly, the three plans are as follows:

1. One Church Pland Removes the language added to the Book of Disciple in 1972 stating that homosexual-
ity is incompatible with Christian teaching. Allows each Annual Conference to decide for themselves
whether to reinsert the language and make decisions about ordination based on their cultural context. Re-
quires few constitutional amendments.

2. Traditional Pland Retains the 1972 language and strengthens accountability on the part of conferences,
churches and clergy. Provides a way of exit for parties who disagree and wish to leave. Requires no con-
stitutional amendments.

3. Connectional Conference Pland Essentially divides the United Methodist Church into three different but
still connected branches to allow for differing views of homosexuality, each with its own Book of Disci-
pline. Requires numerous constitutional amendments.

If the above plans confuse you, you are not alone! Come on Sunday, February 10 and hear a much more
expanded overview of the three plans as put forth by Bishop Carter. Then on Sunday, February 17, we will
have a time for questions and open discussion. This is important information, as the decisions made at the
Special Session in February will eventually impact all UM churches and clergy members. We need to be in-
formed as changes come our way.
